Important Information for Chaperones 
 

BEFORE YOU ARRIVE 

Please prepare your group for what to expect with regards to the program topic, rules for the field trip (see 

below), and the timeline of the field trip (program time, lunch, etc.) 

 

ARRIVAL 

 • Please arrive 15 minutes prior to your program start time. 

• If you are going to be late, call us. We reserve the right to shorten or cancel the program in the event 

that your group is 15 or more minutes late. 

• Personal items must stay on the bus or in vehicles. Hands need to be free of items for the program. 

• Payment is due upon arrival (see invoice for payment details). 

 

LUNCH POLICY 

 • Lunches must stay on the bus or in vehicles until lunchtime. 

• There is a park next to the nature center with one picnic table. There is no place to eat inside the   

Center. The beach is directly across the street and can be used as a place to eat lunch.  

• Sorry, there are no vending machines at the Center. 

 

CHAPERONE EXPECTATION 

 • Chaperones must enforce nature center rules and handle discipline issues. 

 • Chaperones are to stay with the group at all times. 

 • Please silence or turn off cell phones. We ask that you do not use phones during the program. 

 • Please keep conversations with other chaperones to a minimum. 

 

BUILDING RULES 

 • No running 

 • No yelling or disruptive behavior 

 • No tapping on animal enclosures 

 • Be gentle with hands-on exhibits 

 • No climbing or standing on the exhibits and railings 

 

PLEASE NOTE 

 • Program lengths are approximate, as we tailor the program to the age and ability of the participants.
